When you learn English, you should remember that languages are always changing. New
words and phrases will appear and sometimes old words start to have new meanings. If you
want to be really effective at learning a language, it is important to know about these new
words. A list is published online every year. For example, unfriend is a new verb that is used
when you stop being friends with someone on social media. The phrase fake news was added
to dictionaries in 2019 after many false stories started to appear on social media. The phrase
social distancing was first used in 2020 during the health emergency, and it means keeping
away from other people.
